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“To every thing there is a season, and a time to   every purpose under the heaven” (Ecclesiastes 3:1).
There is nothing like having an idea for a prayer letter, and even a great opening sentence, and then needing to set it all aside. I had such an idea, but it needs to wait for the appropriate time.

The people in the finance department at Baptist World Mission work with the missionaries to set up budgets that cover personal needs and ministry expenses. One advantage is that the missionary knows how much money will be sent each month. My support level was re-calculated recently, and is now at 78%.
Several people have asked about clinic projects. Baptist World Mission requires that the individual have total support before presenting a project. There is wisdom in this requirement.  There was criticism of several major American  organizations earlier this year because some of the funds sent to them for Haiti earthquake relief actually went to organizational needs. The mission policy works to avoid this problem by making sure the missionary has full support before embarking on a project.

The Bowers had 17 people come from the States on August 10 to hold a soccer camp. The next afternoon 160 Haitian young people moved into the school classrooms. The subject for their sessions was integrity, a quality that is not often valued here. The young people went home on Sunday, and the late afternoon church service was quiet without them. The team left two days later.  
We had a good example of lack of integrity on August 18. I had been concerned about the loss of lug nuts and studs on the truck, a result of our bad roads. We dealt with that problem at the end of July. Part of the clinic crew arrived late on August 18 after one of the truck wheels nearly came off. It turns out that the person who worked on the truck did a poor job of tightening some important inside bolts. I praise God that this did not happen on the mountain road.
In the past few weeks I have seen three people from Port-au-Prince who had strokes. They are all under the age of 45. The two men are masons, and I suspect they suffered from a combination of high blood pressure and lack of water. The woman has had health problems since the earthquake, and the stroke may be the result of those. She is a Christian who is trusting God to help her. She is now doing much better.
I took care of Idevert Pierre in the past for a stomach infection and ulcer. He recently came to our clinic with the same problems and is now doing much better physically. He told me he returned to heavy drinking after the death of a child. He frankly said he was not saved, even though the rest of his family are Christians. He  now wants to consider putting his faith in Christ. We sent word to the pastor in his area.  I look forward to some joyful news soon.
Praise  ●I had the start of malaria, but had a medication that treated the fever and let me keep working. ●Setting up a web site was a major goal. The site was up and running at the end of July.  The address is www.dranneinhaiti.com.

●I started holding junior church services at Maranatha Baptist Church in Wallondri at the end of July.

Prayer ●Please pray for the young people who attended the soccer camp. ●I will return to the States on September 30. Please pray for wisdom as I work on a schedule for the fall.
We make plans and then discover they need to be put on hold. But it is always the right time to practice integrity, to be faithful to God, and to proclaim the good news of salvation in Jesus Christ.  May we be “in season” for the things that matter!
